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PRESENTAZIONE DEL BILANCIO 2023 

Cari Consiglieri, 

il 2023 è stato un anno di assestamento dell’economia, dopo gli anni contraddistinti dalla pandemia, 
dall’inizio della guerra in Ucraina e dalla conseguente crisi energetica, con rilevante incremento dei prezzi 
dell’elettricità e dell’inflazione. Si è progressivamente riscontrato un calo del tasso di inflazione legato a una 
significativa riduzione dei prezzi dell’energia, alla quale la nostra Università ha potuto affiancare la capacità 
di adottare misure di riduzione dei consumi e l’aumentato utilizzo di energia prodotta con fonti proprie.  

Si è assistito, inoltre, a una significativa ripresa dei mercati finanziari riflessa anche nella valorizzazione di 
mercato dell’endowment dell’Università Bocconi, gestito a partire da aprile 2023 attraverso Bocconi 
Endowment Management srl, società costituita a gennaio dello scorso anno e controllata dalla Bocconi, che 
ha come oggetto la gestione dei propri asset finanziari. 

Il rendimento dell’endowment, pari al 9% circa nel 2023, è ulteriormente cresciuto di oltre il 4,5% nel primo 
trimestre 2024, attestandosi a un valore di oltre € 682 milioni al 31 marzo. Come noto, tale valore non viene 
riflesso nei dati patrimoniali di bilancio poiché la valorizzazione contabile è prevista al costo d’acquisto, né 
nel conto economico, se non per la quota di plusvalenze realizzate, che nel 2023 sono state pari a circa € 5 
milioni. 

Il risultato di bilancio è stato positivo sia a livello operativo, pari a circa € 14,2 milioni (il doppio del 2022), 
sia a livello di risultato netto, che ha sfiorato gli € 11 milioni dopo aver accantonato imposte per € 7,2 milioni. 

La crescita dei proventi operativi complessivi rispetto all’anno precedente è stata del 5,6%, superando € 307 
milioni, mentre i costi operativi sono saliti solo del 3,2%, per il combinato disposto della crescita dei costi del 
personale, pari al 6,8%, compensata dalla riduzione delle spese generali, principalmente per i citati effetti dei 
costi energetici, e degli accantonamenti. 

Il mix dei proventi operativi ha visto una crescita del peso dei ricavi legati alla ricerca, soprattutto per 
l’attivazione dei progetti legati al PNRR e in misura minore, dei contributi pubblici. È invece calato il peso 
percentuale dei ricavi derivanti dalla didattica, sia pur cresciuti in valore assoluto del 3,3%. Ricordo che 
l’applicazione dell’inflazione ai ricavi ha sempre un ritardo temporale legato alla partenza a settembre degli 
anni accademici.  

L’impegno crescente della nostra università nel sostenere gli studenti è dimostrata dall’ulteriore incremento 
delle agevolazioni: esoneri e borse di studio hanno superato nell’anno solare 2023 i € 42,7 milioni (+ 11,2% 
rispetto all’anno precedente e +44,3% rispetto al 2019). Nell’anno accademico 2022-23 sono stati 4236 gli 
studenti che hanno ricevuto un sostegno economico sotto forma di borse o agevolazioni, pari al 30,8% 
dell’intera comunità studentesca. 

Il numero complessivo di studenti rimane stabile, poco sopra i 15 mila, di cui circa 13.500 per i corsi di laurea. 
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È proseguita nel 2023 la spinta al rinnovamento e rafforzamento delle risorse umane della Bocconi, sia per la 
Core Faculty sia per lo Staff. Nel corso dell’anno sono entrati 26 nuovi docenti e ci sono state 8 promozioni 
interne, a fronte di 16 cessazioni. Il totale della core faculty si assesta quindi a 424 persone, con un peso della 
componente internazionale ormai stabilmente sopra il 25% e di quella femminile al 32%.  

Sottolineo l’importante lavoro di ridefinizione del Modello Retributivo Bocconi nel 2023 per la Faculty, che 
permette una migliore opportunità di crescita per tutti suoi membri, e il nuovo contratto dei Tenured Lecturer 
(a tempo indeterminato), che avrà effetto soprattutto dall’anno in corso, oltre agli eccellenti risultati della 
nostra Faculty nell’ottenimento di nuovi Grants di ricerca, sia internazionali sia nazionali, come 
dettagliatamente descritto nella relazione. 

Lo Staff conta, a fine 2023, 727 persone (Full Time Equivalent) con un +3,7% rispetto a fine 2022, ed è 
proseguito il significativo ricambio generazionale in corso. Nell’anno sono state assunte 61 persone a fronte 
di 35 cessazioni, mantenendo la quota femminile al 73% e quella di passaporti internazionali vicina all’8%, 
mentre cresce sempre il peso delle persone di staff di passaporto italiano ma con almeno 6 mesi di esperienza 
in altri paesi (30%). C’è stato un significativo sforzo nelle attività di formazione interna e di attuazione di 
progetti trasversali alle varie direzioni, in particolare nel campo della Digital Transformation, con la 
creazione di un gruppo di oltre 40 Digital Pioneers. 

I risultati raggiunti a livello di ranking, ancora recentemente rafforzati, e il prestigio internazionale 
unanimemente riconosciuto alla Bocconi ci danno grande responsabilità e altrettanta motivazione a 
proseguire lungo il percorso indicato dal Piano Strategico, per il quale è stata effettuata negli scorsi mesi una 
approfondita analisi degli andamenti consuntivi del primo triennio rispetto agli obiettivi fissati per il 2025, 
con una revisione di alcuni di questi per tenere conto dell’evoluzione di alcuni presupposti. In generale 
possiamo comunque affermare che gli obiettivi definiti mantengono piena validità e su molti ambiti abbiamo 
accelerato il percorso definito nel 2020. 

Continueremo a porre la massima attenzione alla Sostenibilità e alla Diversity & Inclusion. Nel 2023 sono 
state sviluppate ulteriori iniziative in tal senso e altre sono programmate per i prossimi mesi e anni.  

Il Campus avrà una ulteriore evoluzione con il rifacimento di due edifici, di cui è in corso il progetto esecutivo 
dopo l’approvazione da parte della Commissione Paesaggio del Comune di Milano. In tale progetto è inoltre 
prevista la costruzione di un asilo nido, che verrà reso fruibile anche dalla comunità della zona, oltre che a 
docenti e dipendenti Bocconi. 

Come ribadisce il Rettore, Prof. Billari, la Bocconi vuole contribuire a fare del mondo un posto migliore, sia 
nella creazione di conoscenza che conta, sia nell’esempio quotidiano di un bellissimo Campus sostenibile e 
inclusivo, sia nel ruolo di ascensore sociale per le future generazioni. Ringrazio lui, così come i Prorettori e i 
Direttori di Dipartimento, per l’intensità del lavoro sviluppato nel corso del suo primo mandato, con grande 
energia e visione, con inesauribile capacità di incontrare la comunità bocconiana, a Milano e in tanti altri 
luoghi. 

Ringrazio il Presidente, Prof. Andrea Sironi, per le numerose iniziative da lui stimolate e per il tempo e 
l’impegno dedicati a rafforzare il legame con gli Alumni e i Donor dell’università, in particolare grazie alla 
creazione del President’s Circle. 

Ringrazio il Presidente Onorario, Prof. Luigi Guatri, il Consiglio di Amministrazione e in particolare i membri 
del Comitato Esecutivo, i membri del Collegio dei Revisori e dell’Organismo di Vigilanza, sempre attenti e 
proattivi; tutte le colleghe e i colleghi del Corpo Docente e dirigenti e personale dello Staff, la cui dedizione, il 
fortissimo senso di appartenenza e la qualità continuano a crescere; la Comunità degli Alumni e la sua 
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Presidente, Silvia Candiani, che ci hanno fatto sempre sentire il loro sostegno e contributo e tutti i generosi 
sostenitori, che anche quest’anno non hanno mancato di esserci vicini: imprese, fondazioni, istituzioni e 
individui. 

Agli studenti un affettuoso saluto e i migliori auguri per una brillante carriera universitaria e ancor più per il 
percorso professionale e di vita, ringraziandoli per i suggerimenti e gli stimoli che hanno saputo darci in 
questo periodo particolarmente sfidante.

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PRESENTATION OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Members of the Board, 
 
2023 was a year of adjustment for the economy, after years marked by the pandemic, the start of the war in 
Ukraine and the resulting energy crisis, leading to a significant rise in electricity prices and inflation. There 
has been a progressive decline in the inflation rate linked to a significant reduction in energy prices, which we 
have been able to combine with an ability to adopt measures to reduce consumption and a greater use of 
energy produced from our own sources.  
 
We also saw a significant recovery in financial markets, which was also reflected in the market valuation of 
the Bocconi University's endowment fund. Since April 2023 it has been managed by Bocconi Endowment 
Management srl, a company set up in January last year and controlled by Bocconi, which has as its object the 
management of the University's financial assets. 
 
The yield on the endowment fund, which came to approximately 9% in 2023, increased by another 4.5% 
around in the first quarter of 2024, reaching a value of more than € 682 million at 31 March. As is generally 
known, this value is not reflected in the financial statements as the valuation for accounting purposes is at 
purchase cost; nor is it reflected in the income statement, except for the portion of realized capital gains, 
which in 2023 amounted to some € 5 million.  
 
The result was positive both at an operating level, approximately € 14.2 million (double that of 2022), and on 
the bottom line, which came close to € 11 million, after setting aside taxes for € 7.2 million. 
 
The growth in overall operating income compared to the previous year was 5.6%, exceeding € 307 million, 
while operating costs rose by only 3.2%, due to the growth in personnel costs of 6.8%, offset by the reduction 
in general expenses, mainly due to the decline in energy costs, as mentioned earlier, and provisions. 
 
The mix of operating income saw a rise in the proportion of revenues linked to research, especially on projects 
related to the National Recovery and Resilience Plan (NRRP) and to a lesser extent, government grants. The 
proportion of teaching revenues, on the other hand, has decreased, even if they have grown in absolute terms 
by 3.3%. Remember that the application of inflation to revenues is always delayed to the start of the academic 
year in September.  
 
Our university's growing commitment to supporting students is demonstrated by the further increase in 
benefits: exemptions and scholarships exceeded € 42.7 million in calendar year 2023 (+11.2% compared to the 
previous year and +44.3% compared to 2019). In academic year 2022-23, 4,236 students received financial 
support in the form of grants or concessions, representing 30.8% of the entire student community. 
 
The overall number of students remains stable at just over 15 thousand, of whom around 13,500 are doing 
degree programs. 
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The push to renew and strengthen Bocconi's human resources continued in 2023, both for the Core Faculty 
and for the Staff. During the year, 26 new teachers joined and there were 8 internal promotions, with 16 
people leaving. The total Core Faculty therefore stands at 424 people, with the proportion of the international 
component now firmly above 25% and the female component at 32%.  
 
I would underline the important work of redefining the Bocconi Salary Model in 2023 for the Faculty, which 
allows a greater opportunity for growth for all its members; similarly, the new (permanent) Tenured Lecturer 
contract, which will take effect above all from the current year. I would also like to point out the excellent 
results of our Faculty in obtaining new research grants, both international and national, as described in detail 
in the report. 
 
At the end of 2023, the staff numbered 727 people (Full Time Equivalent), up by 3.7% compared to the end of 
2022, and the significant generational turnover currently underway has continued. During the year, 61 people 
were hired versus 35 resignations, maintaining the female share at 73% and those with international 
passports close to 8%, while there has been a rise in the proportion of staff with Italian passports and at least 
6 months' experience in other countries (30%). A significant effort has been made in internal training 
activities and in the implementation of across-the-board projects that involve various departments, 
particularly in the field of Digital Transformation, with the creation of a group of over 40 Digital Pioneers. 
 
The results achieved in terms of ranking, recently strengthened yet again, and the international prestige 
unanimously recognized to Bocconi give us great responsibility and just as much motivation to continue 
along the path indicated by the Strategic Plan. An in-depth analysis has been carried out on the final trends 
of the first three years compared to the objectives set for 2025, with a revision of some of these to take into 
account how certain assumptions have evolved. In general, however, we can say that the objectives that we 
set remain completely valid and in many areas we have accelerated the path laid down in 2020. 
 
We will continue to pay the utmost attention to Sustainability, Diversity & Inclusion. Further initiatives in this 
regard were developed in 2023 and others are planned for the coming months and years.  
 
The Campus will have a further evolution with the renovation of two buildings. The project is already 
underway after obtaining approval by the Landscape Commission of the Municipality of Milan. This project 
includes the construction of a nursery, which will be made available to the local community, as well as to 
Bocconi lecturers and employees. 
 
As the Rector, Prof. Billari often repeats, Bocconi wants to contribute to making the world a better place, both 
in the creation of knowledge that matters and the daily example of a beautiful, sustainable and inclusive 
Campus, and in its role as a social elevator for future generations. I would like to thank him, as well as the 
Vice Rectors and Department Directors, for the intensity of the work developed during his first mandate, with 
great energy and vision, and an inexhaustible ability to meet the Bocconi community, in Milan and in many 
other places. 
 
I would also like to thank the President, Prof. Andrea Sironi, for the numerous initiatives that he has 
stimulated and for the time and commitment dedicated to strengthening the bond with the University's 
Alumni and Donors, particularly thanks to the creation of the President's Circle. 
 
My thanks also go to the Honorary President, Prof. Luigi Guatri, the Board of Directors and in particular the 
members of the Executive Committee, the members of the Board of Auditors and the Regulatory Body, always 
attentive and proactive; thanks to all my colleagues on the teaching staff, the managers and staff, whose 
dedication, strong sense of belonging and quality continue to grow; the Alumni Community and its President, 
Silvia Candiani, who have always made us feel their support and contribution and all the generous 
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supporters, who again this year have not failed to stay close to us: businesses, foundations, institutions and 
individuals. 
 
To the students an affectionate greeting and best wishes for a brilliant university career and even more so in 
their professional life and life in general, thanking them for the suggestions and stimuli they have been able 
to give us during a particularly challenging period.

Consequently, this report is made up of two parts:

b) a second part relating to the supervisory activity. 

REPORT ON THE AUDIT OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

Opinion
