PRESENTAZIONE DEL BILANCIO 2019 

Cari Consiglieri, 
con il 31 dicembre 2019 è giunto a compimento il penultimo esercizio del Piano Strategico 2016-2020. 
È felicemente proseguito il percorso in esso delineato, e gli obiettivi di riferimento per l’anno 2019 sono stati 
ampiamente raggiunti.  

Il 2019 è stato un anno di ulteriore “apertura” della nostra Università, simbolicamente rappresentata 
dall’inaugurazione a fine novembre dell’Anno Accademico 2019-2020 e del nuovo Campus alla presenza del 
Presidente della Repubblica: apertura alle sfide della ricerca scientifica, dell’innovazione e dell’intelligenza 
artificiale, ai valori europei e all’internazionalità e pluralità dei nostri studenti, della Faculty e dello Staff, alla 
città e ai cittadini di Milano, alle università e alle aziende con cui abbiamo stabilito solidi rapporti, alle 
partnership filantropiche per il supporto del diritto allo studio, della ricerca e del nostro campus. Tutti obiettivi 
pienamente in linea con il mandato rettorale affidato al Prof. Gianmario Verona. 
I dettagli dei risultati raggiunti per i singoli obiettivi sono contenuti nella Relazione sulla gestione, a cui si 
rimanda, che ne dà ampia descrizione. 

Per quanto riguarda i risultati economico-finanziari, essi continuano a confermare il posizionamento di 
eccellenza a livello europeo raggiunto dalla nostra Università, testimoniato dall’ulteriore crescita dei proventi 
che hanno raggiunto € 264 milioni (in crescita del 6,5% rispetto all’anno precedente) e del margine operativo, 
al netto degli accantonamenti, che si assesta a € 31,6 milioni (+4,4%).  
Il risultato netto di esercizio si attesta a € 31.896.460, pari al 12,1% dei proventi. 

È proseguito il rilevante investimento negli edifici del nuovo Campus, che si completerà nel corso del 2020 con 
il nuovo Sports and Recreation Center. 
Il patrimonio netto dell’Università supera ora i € 600 milioni. 

Scrivo questa lettera in un periodo di grande mutamento, legato alla pandemia e alla conseguente emergenza 
sanitaria che - in poche settimane - ha sconvolto le nostre modalità di insegnamento, di ricerca 
e di lavoro, come di tutte le altre attività. La tecnologia disponibile, sviluppata in questi anni e accelerata nella 
sua evoluzione in questi mesi, ha permesso alla nostra Università di proseguire il proprio percorso anche a 
distanza e senza alcuna interruzione, con soddisfazione degli studenti che hanno seguito le lezioni, svolto gli 
esami e le lauree con una modalità inconsueta. 
Da una parte ciò ha rafforzato la consapevolezza della nostra forza e dei nostri mezzi; dall’altra, siamo 
consapevoli del grande valore del contatto e della relazione all’interno del nostro Campus, che cercheremo 
di recuperare al più presto. 
Il 2020 è un anno che segnerà comunque un profondo cambiamento, i cui impatti dovremo valutare 
nell’ambito del nuovo Piano Strategico 2021-25, sul quale stiamo lavorando insieme al Rettore sotto il 
coordinamento del Vice Presidente Prof. Andrea Sironi. Sono però convinto che la forza della Comunità 
bocconiana e la consapevolezza dei suoi valori permetterà all’Università Bocconi di mantenere il livello di 
eccellenza raggiunto e, nel tempo, di continuare a crescere. 

Pertanto il mio personale ringraziamento va al Presidente, Prof. Mario Monti, al Presidente Onorario, 
Prof. Luigi Guatri, al Consiglio di Amministrazione, al Comitato Esecutivo, per il supporto accordatomi in 
questo primo anno pieno di incarico; al Corpo Accademico, allo Staff, alla Comunità degli Alumni e dei 
sostenitori: imprese, fondazioni, istituzioni e individui. 
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Agli studenti un affettuoso saluto e un ringraziamento per avere collaborato, stimolato e reso possibili le 
iniziative a favore del loro futuro; dedico loro i migliori auguri per un percorso di studi e professionale di 
successo, ancor più in questo momento così complicato. 

Un ringraziamento particolarmente sentito va infine al Rettore, Prof. Gianmario Verona, con il quale la 
collaborazione e sintonia di obiettivi sono piene, e il lavoro di squadra Faculty-Staff continuo e piacevole: 
ne sono certo, vedremo realizzati gli ulteriori ambiziosi progetti che proietteranno la nostra Università sempre 
più in alto nei riconoscimenti internazionali.

BILANCIO 2019 
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PRESENTATION OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 
2019 

Members of the Board, 

On 31 December 2019 we reached the penultimate year of the Strategic Plan 2016-2020. 
The path outlined in it continued successfully and the objectives for 2019 have been largely achieved.  

2019 marked a further “opening-up” of our University, symbolically represented by the inauguration at the 
end of November of the 2019-2020 Academic Year and of the new Campus in the presence of the President of 
the Italian Republic: openness to the challenges of scientific research, innovation and artificial intelligence, to 
European values and to the internationality and plurality of our students, Faculty and Staff, to the city and 
citizens of Milan, to the universities and companies with which we have established solid relationships, to 
philanthropic partnerships to support the right to study and to do research and to help fund our campus. All 
objectives fully in line with the mandate as Rector of Prof. Gianmario Verona. 
Details of the results achieved in the individual targets are set out in the report on operations, to which reference 
should be made. 

The financial results again confirm the excellent positioning at European level reached by the University, also 
reflected in revenues, which have reached €264 million (an increase of 6.5% compared with the previous year) 
and in operating profit, net of provisions, which came in at €31.6 million (+4.4%).  
The bottom line was €31,896,460 (12.1% of revenues). 

The significant investment in the new Campus buildings continued and will be completed in 2020 with the new 
Sports and Recreation Center. 
The University’s total reserves now exceed €600 million. 

I am writing this letter in a period of great change, linked to the pandemic and the consequent health 
emergency which - in a few weeks - has upset our methods of teaching, doing research and working, like all 
other activities. The available technology, developed in recent years and accelerated in its evolution in the last 
few months, has allowed our University to continue its path even at a distance and without any interruption, 
to the satisfaction of the students who still managed to follow the lessons, take the exams and obtain their 
degrees, albeit in an unusual way. 
On the one hand, this has reinforced awareness of our strength and our means; on the other, we are also more 
aware of the huge importance of personal contacts and relationships within our Campus, which we will seek to 
recover soon. 
2020 is a year that will, in any case, mark a profound change, the impacts of which we will have to evaluate in 
the context of the new Strategic Plan 2021-25, on which we are working together with the Rector, under the 
coordination of the Vice President Prof. Andrea Sironi. However, I am convinced that the strength of the Bocconi 
Community and the awareness of its values will allow Bocconi University to maintain its current level of 
excellence and to continue growing over time. 

My personal thanks therefore go to the President, Prof. Mario Monti, to the Honorary President, Prof. Luigi 
Guatri, to the Board of Directors, to the Executive Committee, for the support they have given me in this, my 
first full year of office; to the Faculty, the Staff, the Alumni Community and everyone who supports us: 
businesses, foundations, institutions and individuals. 
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I send my best regards to the students and thank them for having collaborated in, stimulated and made possible 
the initiatives benefiting their future; I wish them all the best for a successful course of study and career, even 
more so at this complicated time. 

A special thanks to the Rector, Prof. Gianmario Verona, whose collaboration and harmony of objectives could 
not be better, and the continuous teamwork between Faculty and Staff, which is always a pleasure: I am sure 
that we will see further ambitious projects carried out that will project our University higher and higher in 
terms of international recognition.

INTRODUCTION 
We, as the Board of Statutory Auditors, in the financial year ended 31 December 2019, performed our 
duties by taking as a point of reference the functions envisaged for the Board of Statutory Auditors of 
joint-stock companies and related standards of conduct, recommended by the National Council of 
Chartered Accountants and Accounting Experts (Consiglio Nazionale dei Dottori Commercialisti ed 
Esperti Contabili - CNDCEC), to the extent that they were compatible. 

Consequently, this Report is made up of two parts: 

a) a first part relating to the audit of the financial statements;
b) a second part relating to the supervisory activity.

REPORT ON THE AUDIT OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

Opinion 
We have audited the financial statements of Università Commerciale Luigi Bocconi (the Entity), 
consisting of the balance sheet at 31 December 2019, the income statement and the cash flow statement 
for the year ended on that date and the explanatory notes.
